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For twelve years now, Yale University has hosted intensive work in the field of Genocide Studies. The Genocide Studies Program (GSP) grew out of the Cambodian Genocide Program (CGP), which was established in 1994 at the then Yale Center for International and Area Studies. The GSP, formally established in January 1998 at YCIAS (now the MacMillan Center for International and Area Studies), has continued and expanded this work by conducting research, seminars and conferences on comparative, interdisciplinary, and policy issues relating to the phenomenon of genocide, and has provided training to researchers from afflicted regions, including Cambodia, Rwanda, and East Timor.

The GSP is an affiliate of the Yale Institute for Biospheric Studies and is sponsored by the Orville H. Schell, Jr. Center for International Human Rights at Yale Law School. The GSP holds weekly faculty seminars at Yale’s Institution on Social and Policy Studies and maintains a highly-acclaimed multi-lingual website www.yale.edu/gsp

New GSP Books

GSP Director Ben Kiernan and Robert Gellately’s co-edited anthology, The Specter of Genocide: Mass Murder in Historical Perspective (New York, Cambridge University Press, 2003) appeared in Italian translation as Il Secolo del Genocidio (Milano, Longanesi, 2006, 509 pp.). Former CGP Director Susan E. Cook’s edited anthology, Genocide in Cambodia and Rwanda: New Perspectives, was published by Transaction (New Brunswick, NJ) in 2006. Adam Jones’ Genocide: A Comprehensive Introduction, was published by Longmans (London) in June 2006. A book researched and written at Yale by former GSP Postdoctoral Fellow Edward Kissi, entitled Revolution and Genocide in Cambodia and Ethiopia, was also published in 2006, by Lexington Books/Routledge (New York). 
In 2006, the GSP published three GIS-related Working Papers (nos. 31, 32 and 33) written by Russell Schimmer with the assistance of Yale’s Center for Earth Observation. These are respectively entitled, Environmental Impact of Genocide in Guatemala: the Ixil Triangle and the Mexican Border (no. 31); Indications of Genocide in the Bisesero Hills, Rwanda, 1994 (no. 32); and Violence by Fire in East Timor, September 8, 1999 (no. 33). The GSP also published a fourth Working Paper, in Political Science: Liai Duong, Racial Discrimination in the Cambodian Genocide (no. 34). These four GSP Working Papers and earlier ones are available online at www.yale.edu/gsp/publications .

Two Yale senior essays in History won graduation prizes in May 2006. Michael C. Brown’s “Holocaust Memory in Edgewood Park: Constructing the New Haven Memorial Tribute to the Six Million” won the American Jewish Congress Prize from the Yale Department of Religious Studies. Annette An Ning Wong’s “Lost Voices: The Secret War in Laos, 1955-1975,” won the Henry Hart Prize for the best senior essay in International Studies. Ben Kiernan was the advisor for both essays.

GSP Projects

The Holocaust Trauma Project

The academic year 2005-06 was a quite active one for the Trauma Project.  The Videotestimony study for Chronically Hospitalized Holocaust Survivors in Psychiatric Institutions in Israel continued in its second phase.  In addition, a new videotestimony project began and completed its documentation of the Holocaust experience of Jewish inmates in slave labor concentration camps and extermination camps.

The Videotestimony Study- Phase II

The main purpose of the second phase is an in-depth analysis of the content of the testimonies.  Different research designs and methodologies are being examined in order to find the most appropriate approach to this vast data source contained in the videotestimonies and in their translated English transcripts.  For this purpose, a research assistant, Mrs. Giula Good-Stefani was hired in the Fall of 2005 and an International Interdisciplinary group of academicians working with trauma is being recruited from different centers in Europe and in the United States. This group of scholars after viewing samples of videotapes and transcripts will attempt to come up with a research design and a methodology that can capture and describe the phenomenology and the characteristics of the traumatic psychosis from which these survivors suffer and which caused their lifelong psychiatric hospitalization.  New categories will have to be found and defined in order to properly assess the psychological and sociological changes that these patients have undergone.  Research strategies from the fields of content analysis, psychoanalytic research and linguistics will be applied to this database and so as to classify the data and formulate the findings that will emerge. As an example, one can use the current work of Professor Robin Kowalski, who is applying linguistic computer programs developed by Professor Jamie Pennibaker, in order to compare the transcripts of survivors who are suffering from traumatic psychosis and are chronically hospitalized to transcripts of non-psychotic not hospitalized Holocaust survivors. A website is being established in order to facilitate the communication between the scholars involved in this project and at some point, workshops and conferences will be arranged to compare and synthesis the various approaches.  For this purpose, additional funding will have to be raised.  Once a methodology is developed, it will be applied to the videotestimonies with their translated transcripts.  This too will necessitate additional funding.

The Slave Labor Videotestimony Project

The Foundation for “Remembrance, Responsibility and Future” has organized an internationally-known project in which 550 video and audio testimonies are being collected from former forced and slave laborers in the German “Third Reich.”  Ex-laborers from 25 different countries, mostly in Eastern Europe are being interviewed. The GSP’s Trauma Project was asked to conduct 20 videotestimonies with Jewish Holocaust Survivors in the United States.  The names of these survivors were obtained through the Fortunoff Video Archive and through the Connecticut Child Survivor Organization. After proper preparation, the videotestimonies were filmed on the European PAL format and on the American NTSC format. In parallel to that, professional audiotaping also took place.  The testimonies were all given in English and lasted between two and four hours.  All subjects also filled out a symptom checklist PCL-9 for PTSD, which will be repeated within a year of their testimony to see whether the testimonial event brought about possible symptom changes and symptomotology.

The videotestimonies were taken in Dr. Laub’s office at 315 Whitney Avenue in New Haven, Connecticut.  All the testimonies are being transcribed and translated into German.  The PAL videocassettes were sent to an audio visual lab in Israel to be transferred to an enhanced BETA format.  After that enhancement, they will all be shipped to the Hagen University in Ludenscheid, Germany, which coordinates this international study.  By the end of September 2006, the videotestimonies, their translated transcripts and the consent forms as well as other summaries with the material will have been forwarded to the Hagen University and to the Foundation for “Remembrance, Responsibility and Future.”  At this point the phase of obtaining the videotestimonies has been concluded and the process of transcribing and translating is taking place.

This project has created a substantial database, which can be useful for future historical, psychological and linguistic studies for which a definite funding will have to be obtained.

New GSP Grants

The GSP continued to benefit from generous previous grants and also received new grants for various projects in 2005-06. A 2004 grant from Frederick J. Iseman, Esq., with matching support from YCIAS, enabled Political Scientist Dr. Adam Jones, author and editor of several works on genocide (see below), to take up a two-year GSP Postdoctoral appointment in June 2005. The Iseman grant also makes possible additional GSP graduate student dissertation research fellowships, including one in 2005-06 to 4th-year History graduate student Benjamin Madley for his research on Native Americans in California. Moreover the grant enables us to continue our seminar and conference program with the continuing support of the Edward J. and Dorothy Clarke Kempf Fund.

Prof. Dori Laub, GSP Deputy Director (Trauma Studies), received a new grant of $44,000 from the University of Hagen, for videotestimonies of former slave labourers in Nazi Concentration camps.

In another grant for 2005-06, the Jocarno Fund again renewed its longstanding support for the GSP’s East Timor Genocide Documentation Project. The Jocarno Fund has been instrumental in the East Timor Project’s work since its 2001 inception, and we are now able to feature Bahasa Indonesia translations of extended texts on our website.

The GSP continued work on its mapping project grant from the Yale Institute of Biospheric Studies (YIBS), in collaboration with the YIBS Center for Earth Observation (CEO), for the creation of satellite mosaic images of the following countries and regions before, during, and after genocide: Cambodia, East Timor, Rwanda, Bosnia, Guatemala, Sudan and Papua (Indonesia). GSP Director’s Activities, 2005-06

Prof. Ben Kiernan spent the year 2005-06 teaching, administering the GSP’s seminar series and its research and publication projects, and writing a history of genocide to be published by Yale University Press in 2007. In the fall semester of 2005, he taught a graduate seminar on “Genocide in History and Theory,” and an International Studies senior seminar on the history of Southeast Asia since 1400. In the spring of 2006 he taught the second half of the latter seminar and a lecture course on “The Vietnam War in Vietnamese History.” Apart from his work as GSP Director and in the Yale History Department, in 2005-06 Kiernan served as a Board Member of The Elmau Initiative: An International Task Force to End Genocide (Elmau, Germany), and as a member of the Editorial Boards of the academic journals Critical Asian Studies, Genocide Studies and Prevention, Journal of Genocide Research, Zeitschrift für Genozidforschung, and Human Rights Review, for which he reviewed articles submitted for publication. Kiernan is an honorary Professorial Fellow in the Department of History, University of Melbourne, and was a member of the Raphael Lemkin Prize committee for 2003-2005, appointed by the Institute for the Study of Genocide at John Jay College of Criminal Justice to judge the most outstanding work on genocide published in 2003 and 2004. In 2005-06 he reviewed  article manuscripts for the National Geographic Magazine, the Journal of Southeast Asian Studies, the Journal of Military History, and Population Studies.
