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Yale University has now hosted intensive work in the field of Genocide Studies for sixteen years (1994-2010). The Cambodian Genocide Program (CGP) was established in 1994 at the Yale Center for International and Area Studies (YCIAS), now the MacMillan Center. Since January 1998, the Genocide Studies Program (GSP) has expanded the CGP’s work into general, comparative, interdisciplinary, and policy issues relating to genocide. An affiliate of the Yale Institute for Biospheric Studies and sponsored by the Orville H. Schell, Jr. Center for International Human Rights at Yale Law School, the GSP conducts six research projects, holds regular faculty seminars and occasional conferences at Yale’s Institution on Social and Policy Studies, and maintains an award-winning multi-lingual website www.yale.edu/gsp

GSP Books, Dissertations, Prizes, and Other Publications
On October 9, 2009, the U.S. German Studies Association awarded GSP Director Ben Kiernan the biennial Sybil Halpern Milton Memorial Book Prize for the best book published in 2007 and 2008 dealing with Nazi Germany and the Holocaust in its broadest context, covering the fields of history, political science, and other social sciences, literature, art, and photography. The award was for Kiernan’s Blood and Soil: A World History of Genocide and Extermination from Sparta to Darfur (Yale UP, 2007). In June 2009, the book’s German translation, Erde und Blut: Völkermord und Vernichtung von der Antike bis heute, won first place in Germany’s Nonfiction Book of the Month Prize Die Sachbücher des Monats, sponsored by Süddeutsche Zeitung and NDR Kultur.  In early 2010, a Swedish translation appeared, Blod och Jord: Historien om folkmord och utrotning, från Sparta till Darfur (Stockholm, Voltairepublishing). Italian and Spanish translations of Blood and Soil are also in progress, along with a Spanish-language translation of Kiernan’s 1996 book, The Pol Pot Regime: Race, Power and Genocide in Cambodia under the Khmer Rouge, 1975-1979. 
Benjamin Logan Madley’s Ph.D. dissertation, American Genocide: The California Indian Catastrophe, 1846-1873 (Yale University History Department, May 2009, 597 pp.), has won two prizes: the 2009 Frederick W. Beinecke Prize for an outstanding doctoral dissertation in the field of Western American history, and the 2010 Phi Alpha Theta - Westerners International Prize for the best dissertation in Western history completed in 2009. In addition, the Board of Editors of the Western Historical Quarterly (WHQ) selected Madley’s article, “California’s Yuki Indians: Defining Genocide in Native American History” (WHQ, Autumn 2008), as the winner of both the 2009 Arrell Gibson Award for best article on Native American History published in any journal in 2008, and of the Western History Association’s Oscar O. Winther Award for the best article appearing in the WHQ in 2008.
